	Word Identification-Decoding Phonics (WID)
Young children are active learners. Manipulative materials such as Reading Rods provide an active way to learn letter-sound relationships. The research tells us kindergartners who spend a minimum of 10-15 minutes daily on an explicit phonics program have better comprehension, increase fluency and decoding skills, and also become better spellers. Kindergartners will receive explicit, sequential phonics instruction and apply their knowledge and skills in isolation and in connected text.
