Dr. Caldon called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  He then conducted a call of the roll, with the above members answering.

At this time, Ms. Gendron moved to enter into non-public session, as per RSA 91-A:3II-c. to discuss personnel issues. Mr. Tappan seconded the motion.   A call of the roll transpired, with the following Joint Board members responding:  Ms. Bane – yea; Ms. Doty – yea; Ms. Powers – yea; Dr. Caldon – yea; Ms. Gendron – yea; Ms. Pingree – yea; Mr. Ruth – yea; Mr. O’Hanlon – yea; Mr. Tappan – yea; Mr. Patrick – yea.  The vote on the motion to move into non-public session was recorded as a unanimous vote in the affirmative at 7:03 PM.

There being no further business to come before the Joint Board in Non-Public Session, a motion to adjourn the Non-Public Session and move back into Public Session was made by Mr. Ruth, duly seconded by Mr. O’Hanlon and so voted unanimously in the affirmative at 7:10 PM.
Dr. Caldon advised that, while the Joint Board met in Non-Public Session, no formal votes were taken.  He further advised that the Joint Board discussed personnel issues while in Non-Public Session.
Discussion ensued with Ms. Pingree moving, duly seconded by Mr. Ruth that, as per the discussion that came before the SAU #44 Joint Board in Non-Public Session on June 25, 

2009, the SAU #44 Joint Board accept the nomination of Ms. Heather Daigneau as the SAU #44 Accounting Manager and Ms. Erica McNeil as the Assistant Special Education Director for SAU #44.  There being no further discussion following the motion, a call for the vote on the motion was recorded as a unanimous vote in the affirmative.

Discussion ensued regarding a request for a new part-time position at the SAU #44 Office (part-time SAU Receptionist).
Discussion ensued regarding the status of the finalization of the SAU #44 audit for this year.   Mr. Demko provided the Board with information he obtained from the Department of Education regarding the SAU #44 audit.  More discussion ensued regarding the completion of the audit.
Mr. Patrick then moved to enter into non-public session, as per RSA 91-A:3II-c. to discuss personnel and legal issues. Ms. Doty seconded the motion.   A call of the roll transpired, with the following Joint Board members responding:  Ms. Bane – yea; Ms. Doty – yea; Ms. Powers – yea; Dr. Caldon – yea; Ms. Gendron – yea; Ms. Pingree – yea; Mr. Ruth – yea; Mr. O’Hanlon – yea; Mr. Tappan – yea; Mr. Patrick – yea.  The vote on the motion to move into non-public session was recorded as a unanimous vote in the affirmative at 7:20 PM.

There being no further business to come before the Joint Board in Non-Public Session, a motion to adjourn the Non-Public Session and move back into Public Session was made by Mr. Patrick, duly seconded by Ms. Doty and so voted unanimously in the affirmative at 7:23 PM.
Dr. Caldon advised that, while the Joint Board met in Non-Public Session, no formal votes were taken.  He further advised that the Joint Board discussed personnel issues while in Non-Public Session.
Discussion ensued among Joint Board members regarding the need for a part-time receptionist position within the SAU #44 Office.  Dr. Ludwell spoke to the other positions within the SAU #44 Office, noting that the Alternative Position was still being reviewed as was the 2/5th grant writer position.  Ms. Doty then moved that, per the recommendations of Dr. Ludwell, the SAU #44 Joint Board authorize the hiring of a part-time receptionist for the SAU #44 Office.  Ms. Pingree seconded the motion.  There being no further discussion following the motion, a call for the vote was recorded as an affirmative vote with Ms. Powers and Mr. Patrick voting in the negative.
Dr. Ludwell informed the Board that prior to the 7 PM SAU #44 Joint Board meeting, the Northwood School Board met and accepted the resignation of Ms. Esther Asbell as the Northwood School Principal.

Dr. Ludwell advised Joint Board members that the SAU #44 Office would be closed July 3, 2009, in observance of the July 4th holiday. 
Dr. Ludwell advised Joint Board members that he recently received an email from Mr. Ed Murdo regarding the Alternative Program.  He noted that he would meet with Mr. Murdo, once the Alternative Program personnel were on board.  Dr. Caldon spoke to the critical need of having an Alternative Program. 

Ms. Anne Kebler, Director of Special Education for SAU #44, spoke to Joint Board members regarding resumes she’s received for positions within the Alternative Program.  Dr. Caldon asked that a breakdown of students per district, who have attended the program, be provided to Joint Board members.  Dr. Ludwell spoke regarding the criteria of the Alternative Program.  He advised Joint Board members that he and Ms. Kebler would be meeting with Headmaster Smith regarding 

the Alternative Program.  He spoke to the importance of contracting an Alternative Program, and insuring that all three towns within SAU #44 have input into an Alternative Program.

There being no further business to come before the Joint Board, Mr. Patrick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Tappan seconded the motion.  A call for the vote on the motion was recorded as a unanimous vote in the affirmative at 7:40 PM.
